It was noted that in organizing a community garden, the first step is to survey the community for input.  

Possible sites were discussed, as follows:  Dilts Park, DT School (availability of student labor), field 

adjacent to the Police Station.  It was noted that one aspect to consider is the infrastructure to support the 

garden, i.e. water, electricity, etc.  

 

Further discussion will include who establishes the garden, the development of the site, and the 

preparation of the garden.  It was noted that further details from Sustainable Jersey may be needed in 

order to proceed.  
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The Environmental Commission decided to review survey questions at the October meeting.

Member Royal noted that there is a lot of debris in all of the streams.  She discussed the possibility of 

developing a mechanism to retrieve this debris.  It was noted that Clean Communities money can be used,
